Introduction: 
 
The 2010 global event will be held in Barcelona. The hosts will be the Catalan Federation of 
Blood Donors, the Spanish Federation of Blood Donors, the Blood and Tissue Bank, the 
Ministry of Health and Social Policy and the Government of Catalonia.  
 
Under the slogan: "New blood for the world", 2010 will be the year of young donors. There is a 
widespread increasing need for blood. Young people can make an important contribution to 
meeting it by donating blood and recruiting other young people to do the same. 
 
With the aim of reaching young people and raising their awareness, we have structured our 
strategy on three pillars. 

 
1. Youth activism by means of culture, leisure and values under the umbrella phrase 

"Barcelona has blood". 
The concept of the youth campaign appeals to the pride of belonging. It refers to the 
character of their people and steers them towards donating blood in a positive way. 
This is a flexible and adaptable campaign, both locally and internationally. Currently 
it is in the process of design in order to obtain a global campaign with the possibility 
to be exported to other countries. 

 
2. Scientific communication in schools and universities, which includes an educational 

project, " Blood cycle".  
It is planned to design a mobile, informational and interactive exhibition space to 
disseminate, make accessible and inform about the services of the Blood and 
Tissue Bank, as well as to raise public awareness of blood donation.  

 
3. Digital dynamism to promote blood donation among young people by means of 

social networks. 
Internet social networks are becoming places for people to meet. There are studies 
that confirm that the adolescent population uses almost 100% of this format to 
communicate with each other. We therefore need to make use of this situation and 
use this tool to promote altruistic donation among young people. 

 
The World Blood Donor Day Barcelona 2010 project will concentrate on voluntary work in the 
health sphere. The following are the project's most important objectives: 
 

1) Define and systemize the work of volunteers in health care.   
2) Adopt a system of working that enables the volunteers' contributions to be identified, 

classified and quantified. 
3) Make professionals in hospital, socio-health and primary care centers aware of the 

importance and need for voluntary work. 
4) Promote the introduction of voluntary workers in new health centers. 
5) Increase blood donations from 40.5ă to 45ă.  
6) Obtain validation of the current blood donation model through the international 

community. 
7) Gradually and systematically involve young people of 18 and over in blood donation. 
8) Reinforce the regional introduction of blood donor associations. 
 

With the aim of ensuring a secure supply of blood around the world, many activities aimed at 
young people will be organized. We would like to highlight two international meetings, the 
International Youth Meeting and the Meeting of Young People from the Mediterranean Arc 
Countries.
